	Step 1：Revision and Warming-up ( 5 minutes )
1. Words revision. Review the words taught last period, and present several pictures on screen and ask students to match the picture with relevant words.
2. Video appreciation. Play a video clip around the development of science and technology, and introduce the new words of this period.
3. “ Who Knows More?” game playing. Divide the whole class into several groups in 5. Require each group to brainstorm examples of how science and technology changed our life. The group giving out the most examples will get the highest scores.

Step 2: Pre-listening (5 minutes)
1. Mention about the topic of a short conversation. Pick up several students to speak out their opinion on the certain issue.
Conversation: What science and technology bring to us?

2. Ask students to do a Pre-listening practice to decide what advantages and disadvantages that science and technology bring to us.





3. Check the answers with the whole class.
4. Enlighten students to brainstorm more in their own words.


[bookmark: _GoBack]Step 3 While-listening ( 13 minutes )
1. Play the listening material and ask students to finish a True or False.





2. Show the script of listening material to the whole class and require students to pick out some expressions in it to replace some relevant phrases.

2. I do not know what you mean.
I can not catch your meaning.
3. You make me clearly understood.
You get my mind enlightened.

Step 4 Speaking and acting ( 15 minutes )
1. Ask students to read the dialogue aloud in textbook. Each group discusses what key elements are needed when asking others for assistance and dealing with a request. Then the teacher makes a conclusion.

Key elements of asking for assistance and dealing with a request:
· Asking for assistance
---- Could you offer me some advice?
---- Could you do me a favor?
· Dealing with a request
(Positive)
---- With my pleasure.
---- No problem. / All right.
---- I suggest you should ... / Why not ...?
(Negative)
---- I would like to help you, but ...
---- I’m afraid I can’t.
---- It is really a pity that ...

2. Dialogue making. Work in pair and make a dialogue by using the sentence patterns taught in class.


3. Talk and act. Work in group and each group select one kind of situation. After discussion and practice, each group picks up two members to act out the situation.


4. Summarize key sentence structures. The teacher present sentence structures on screen and teach Ss. their exact using ways.



Step 5 Homework. ( 2 minutes)
Make a dialogue by using the sentence patterns taught in this period.
